Course structure

Competencies

The aim of the course is to provide students with knowledge on principles, concepts and tools for managing sustainability and innovation. They constitute a new paradigm of economic development that, both at international and local level, are widely spread in order to encourage the application and diffusion of sustainable development paths, programs and policies. In this context, innovation in the production process increasingly takes on a key role primarily due to the close link with technology and by virtue of growing global competitiveness. The management of technology and innovation processes cannot fail to be an integral part of strategic entrepreneurial and market choices in all economic sectors.
The course in "Management of sustainability and innovation" will allow the student to acquire adequate knowledge of the different modules, to understand the main organizational phenomena and to identify the critical contextual variables. The student will acquire the importance of managing the "sustainability" and "innovation" variables and their strategic role in current markets, within both private and public companies. The students' learning level will be constantly assessed through ongoing tests thanks to which it is possible to evaluate the level of understanding and correct any critical issues.

Evaluation system and criteria

The exam consists of an oral test aimed at ascertaining the ability to analyze and rework the concepts acquired. In addition, the student will present the case study analyzed.
